Summary of the project: The theme of citizenship, both national and European, in our Institute has been conveyed for a long time only through subjects such as History and Law. Thanks to the participation in the The Voice of Young Europe project, on the other hand, a whole series of interventions and activities was triggered. They have expanded and enriched, in an interdisciplinary and intercultural dimension, the curriculum relating to citizenship education and have projected our school into a real European dimension. Our students have become truly protagonists of this transformation process and are finally aware of being holders of a dual citizenship which entails rights and duties but which is also a harbinger of great opportunities.
Among the objectives that have been achieved we can mention: 
• The creation and testing of a new curriculum for education for European and active citizenship 
• The consolidation of students' language skills, through the use of foreign languages ​​in real contexts 
• The enhancement of digital skills for students and teachers. 
• Improving knowledge of the history and institutions of the European Union and developing a "feeling" of closer proximity to Europe 
• The introduction of the Debate methodology into teaching practice 
The Debate, which initially arose as necessary for comparison with European partners, has then become a valuable teaching practice for the active involvement of students who are aware of themselves and of the other within a dynamic process of growth and learning. For teachers, an equally fruitful experience of comparison, growth and stimulation to create teaching that is increasingly responsive to the needs of the complexity of a now globalized world of which the pupil cannot help but feel competent and authoritative. Among the more immediate "consequences" that were then implemented over time following the participation in the The Voice of Young Europe partnership, it is worth mentioning the participation in the School Ambassador Program project which provides for the creation of an EU Info Point at within our Institute and its involvement in the Euroscola program, as well as the establishment of a team of teachers who are passionately committed to promoting European projects in collaboration, in order to enhance and always maintain a "vision" of school open to the present and projected into the future. The "soul" of the project has also achieved its goal through the involvement of families who have actually experienced new forms of human and cultural relationships. Hosting children of different nationalities, peers of their own children, they got involved and broke down any fear and prejudice, seizing instead an opportunity for human and emotional enrichment.
